Farce is a comedy that seeks to entertain an audience 
through situations that are highly exaggerated, extravagant, ridiculous, 
absurd, and improbable. 

These types of plays are the most fun to do and the most difficult. Nearly 
everyone of stage has two characters, the dialogue, special effects, use of 
props and the mess left on stage brings its own challenges to the cast. The 
skill set required involves developing acute comic timing coupled with 
overt reactions and responses. These are two of the more sophisticated 
theatrical skills for performers to deliver. Farce works because we cannot 
predict what nonsense will take place. This play does not disappoint.

We have had tremendous fun rehearsing this and have laughed a great 
deal. Kudos goes to all the students who have being so resilient through 
the process. Doing theatre in a Covid restricted world has many challenges.
